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[bookmark: _Hlk7420577]The MHSA Handbook, Rules and Regulations, Section (8), states the following:


Section (8)	COACHES’ EDUCATION PROGRAM

All member school athletic coaches are required to complete the NFHS online coaching program.  The purpose of the requirement is to improve the quality of coaching in the state, to foster positive youth development, as well as to enhance the health, safety and welfare of all students.  

Every coach (all head, assistant, and school-approved volunteer coaches) must meet the following requirements:  

a. Completion of the Fundamentals of Coaching core course prior to contact with student athletes.  Certification must be completed once during the coach’s career

b. Completion of the Concussion in Sports course prior to contact with student athletes.  Certification is good for a one-year period.

In addition, coaches are encouraged to utilize the other available elective or sport specific NFHS courses.

Coaches are responsible for ensuring that the appropriate school administrator(s) receive verification that the courses are completed.  The school administrator is responsible for reporting to the MHSA annually that all their coaches have completed the requirements successfully.


When completing this form, please be advised that:

1. All coaches are required to complete the requirements.  This includes head coaches, assistant coaches, and volunteer coaches.

2. NFHS passing test scores are valid for five years. The administration is responsible for ensuring that all test scores are current.  If your coach(es) completed the requirement in the previous years and the certification has not expired, they should still be included in this year’s report.  

3. Completion of the Concussion in Sports course is required every year and is a mandatory component of compliance.  

4. If an individual coaches more than one sport, he/she should be reported in each category.  

5. Schools in a coop need to either complete the report or email swilson@mhsa.org stating the do not oversee or hire any coaches.  

6. Schools offering cheer or music are required to fill out the cheer and music requirement section.

7. OPI Renewal Units may be available for credit if your district is an approved renewal unit provider.

8. Reporting your district’s level of compliance with the Coaches’ Education Program is mandatory.  

9. The deadline for reporting is May 1, 2026
