Moved by Love to approve the agenda.  Motion was seconded by Torgrimson. Motion carried unanimously.

Love moved to approve the minutes of the April 28, 2009, regular board meeting with the amended changes.  Motion seconded by Britton. Motion carried unanimously.

Torgrimson moved to approve the monthly claims in the amount of $1,454,324.01.  Motion was seconded by Love.  Motion carried unanimously.

Several members of the Falcon Football team presented the board with a check for $6,000.00 from fundraising proceeds to be used to purchase football equipment for the 2009-10 school year.
