April 14, 2009
The special meeting of the Board of Education for Independent District #2198, Preston, Minnesota was called to order at 7:03 p.m. on the evening of Tuesday, April 14, 2009, in the Fillmore Central High School Media Center by Chairperson Sikkink.  Present: Superintendent Myrna Luehmann, Business Manager Kathy Whalen, Board Members: Ostrom, Ristau, Sikkink, Britton, Love, Kiehne and Torgrimson.  Absent: None.  Visitors:  Heath Olstad, Melissa VanderPlas, Chris Mensink and several members of the Fillmore Central School District staff and communities.

Recognition of visitors:  Four members of the audience signed up to address the board on the proposed budget cuts and were each given five minutes to address the board.

The board discussed the administrations recommendation of proposed budget cut.

Kiehne moved to add Jim Love to the Finance Committee. Motion seconded by Torgrimson. Motion carried unanimously.

Britton moved to have the Finance committee review the list of proposed budget cuts, discuss the logistics of the proposed cuts, and bring a final recommendation to the April 28th board meeting.  Motion seconded by Ostrom. Motion carried unanimously.
Torgrimson moved to continue with district custodial staff and not to seek custodial outsourcing bids.  Motion seconded by Britton. Motion carried unanimously.
Member Ristau introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption: 

RESOLUTION PROPOSING TO PLACE FRANK TRIBON

ON UNREQUESTED LEAVE OF ABSENCE

1. That it is proposed that Cal Zutz, a teacher of said school district, be placed on unrequested leave of absence without pay or fringe benefits, effective at the end of the 2008-09 school year on June 30, 2009, pursuant to M.S. 122A.40, subdivision 11. 

2. That said proposed placement on unrequested leave of absence is not the result of the implementation of an education district agreement.

3. That written notice be sent to said teacher regarding the proposed placement on unrequested leave of absence without pay or fringe benefits as provided by law and said notice shall include a date for hearing if requested and be in substantially the following form:

Dear Mr. Zutz: 

You are hereby notified that at the special meeting of the School Board of Independent School District No. 2198 held on Tuesday, April 14, 2008, consideration was given to your placement on unrequested leave of absence without pay or fringe benefits as a teacher of Independent School District No. 2198, and a resolution was adopted by a majority vote of the Board, proposing your placement on unrequested leave of absence effective at the end of the 2008-2009school year on June 30, 2009, pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 122A.40, subdivision 11 upon the grounds described in said statute and which are specifically as follows:

Reduction of Position by .25 FTE, Lack of Pupils and Financial Limitations

Your proposed placement on unrequested leave of absence is not the result of the implementation of an education district agreement.

Under the provisions of the law, you are entitled to a hearing before the school board provided that you make a request in writing within fourteen days after receipt of this notice. If no hearing is requested within such period, it shall be deemed acquiescence by you to the school board's proposed action.
