Concussion/Head Injury Statement:
It is the position of the Sports Medicine Advisory Council (SMAC) of NEPSAC that all member schools establish concussion prevention, identification and management protocols consistent with current federal and home state legislation and requirements.

SMAC recommends the following of all member schools;

· Schools should establish policy and procedures for concussion assessment, reporting and Return To Activity (RTA) guidelines; reviewed annually

· Should include preseason cognitive testing

· RTA needs to be by a qualified trained Health Care Profession as stated by state or federal guidelines

· Annual training of Coaches, Faculty, Students and parents on concussion signs and symptoms, and schools concussion policies and procedures

· Annual education for coaches and students on equipment fitting usage as pertains to concussion prevention

· A Concussion History should be part of schools Annual Health Collection Data
· All Member schools should have a certified athletic trainer “on campus and available to respond to” all sporting events, where athletes are at risk

for concussion.
