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Liability Insurance

How much Liability Coverage does each court have?

· Each court is covered for $1,000,000.00 liability insurance.

· Each court is also covered for an additional $1,000,000.00 umbrella coverage. This is a type of liability insurance which protects you against claims above and beyond the amount covered by the primary policy or for claims not currently covered.

What is Liability Coverage?

· Insurance that provides protection from claims arising from injuries or damage to people or property while at your CDA meetings or functions. This insurance does not cover your members.

What do we need Liability Insurance?

· In case of a lawsuit you will have the coverage needed to protect your court.

· Most Diocese’s are making it mandatory for organizations to provide proof of insurance.

· Most Diocese’s want to be named on a Certificate of Insurance as an  “Additional Insured”.

Who needs it?

· Every Court needs liability insurance in case of claims made against your court arising from injuries or damage to property.

When is coverage billed?

· Each court will be billed each year in March based on membership as of September of the previous year.

· Each year the courts must show proof of coverage to the National  Office if they have it elsewhere.

What is the cost to courts?

· Cost per court on membership as of September 30th
· Courts with membership    1-25         $15.00

· Courts with membership   26-99        $25.00

· Courts with membership  100-199     $50.00

· Courts with membership  200-299     $75.00

· Courts with membership  300-399     $100.00

Who is exempt?

· No one!

· Unless written proof from the Pastor or the Diocese is received by the National Office showing Catholic Daughters of the Americas as an “Additional Insured” (A Certificate of Insurance)

· This must be done yearly.

· Even if your court doesn’t meet in the Parish hall you will need this insurance if you plan on having any outside functions.

Who provides this insurance and who do I contact?

· The insurance is provided by Wells Fargo (formerly Wachovia)

· Checks are to be made payable to the Catholic Daughters of the Americas and  mailed to the National Office – 10 W 71st Street, New York, NY 10023

Each court is responsible for their share of this coverage by paying the flat rate charged to them for their membership. Any court wishing to opt out of this coverage must show proof that they are covered under another policy and send the proof to the National Office. The coverage is from April 6, 2009 through April 6, 2010.
