It is hard to believe that we are entering the final two months of our school year.  The next two months become very busy for our students and staff.  We have field trips, end of the year testing, track and field day, and much more.  We are proud of what we are accomplishing at BPES and continue to look at ways to improve our school.

This year was our third year of providing Summer School and After School Programming (Grades 1 – 4), officially called “Blossom Academy”.  We have experienced many successes and will look to continue this program.  We will offer three weeks of Summer School this year and continue our after school programming (Monday through Wednesday).  The tentative Summer School dates are:  June 6th – 10th, August 8th – 12th, and August 22nd  – 26th.  Blossom Academy focuses on Reading, Math, and Social Skills.  This program is through Targeted Services and the funding comes from outside our school district.

Our MCA testing dates are set.  MCA reading testing will be held April 11th through 20th.  MCA math testing will be held April 21st through April 29th.  Our 5th Grade Science MCA tests will be on May 9th and 10th.  Our staff uses these assessments to look at our curriculum and make sure that we are meeting the needs of our students.

We will be offering Spring Pictures again to all of our students (K – 6).  We will be doing this through Lifetouch whom we work with in the fall.  This is a fundraising opportunity for our school, as Lifetouch will be giving us $2 for every student that they photograph.  There is no obligation to parents.  We get the $2 whether or not anyone purchases pictures.  The pictures are a little less formal and there will be additional information coming home regarding this matter.  Many area schools take advantage of this fundraising opportunity through Lifetouch.  Those photos will be taken on Wednesday, April 20th.

Blooming Prairie Elementary and High school has been working to implement PBIS (Positive Behavior Intervention and Supports).  PBIS in Blooming Prairie is called Prairie Pride.  PBIS will provide our staff with two years of training and will help us be more systematic with educating our students on proper behaviors and align our behavior expectations throughout our buildings.  The underlying theme of Prairie Pride is to teach behavioral expectations in the same manner as any core curriculum subject.  Our ultimate goal is to reinforce positive behaviors and to explicitly teach expectations.

We are making changes to our Day One at the elementary.  We will hold our Day One/Open House on Wednesday August 31st.  There will be three classroom sessions offered.  The classroom sessions will be at 2:00 p.m., 5:00 p.m., and 6:00 p.m.  All staff will be here during those times to talk with parents and students.  We will start the beginning of the school year with a normal day on September 6th, just like the high school.  We are working to accommodate parents work schedules. There will be more information regarding Day One/Open House in the fall packets.
