The purpose of this handout is to give future Legend boys and girls’ golfers information that can open up golfing opportunities for those willing to pursue them.  

Does Legend hold a youth summer camp (similar to other sports programs at the school)?

Unfortunately, we do not have our own facility, and if the coaching staff were to rent range space at a local course, it would not be economically feasible for families.  Instead, we strongly urge you to check the public courses in the area and see what junior programs each course has available.  
 We do offer a golf camp for high school boys the last week in July; all eighth grade boys will be notified through their school in regards to dates and times.  Please check with the school or contact Coach Nelson for information (see below).
Public Courses:    For instance, Spring Valley Golf Course (42350 County Road 17/21. Elizabeth  [303]-646-4240) and Family Sports Center (6901 S Peoria St, Centennial  [303]-649-1115) have strong youth programs and leagues.  Please contact the courses for more information as programs and dates change seasonally.
Private Courses:  Depending on membership, Black Bear Golf Club, The Club at Pradera, The Pinery, Inverness Golf Club, or Meridian Golf Club offer programs . . . but only if memberships exist.  Please call your local course for more information.
When is a good age to get players involved?
It is never too early to get juniors involved in the game of golf.  I would strongly suggest lessons accompany practice time at the local range.  In addition, there are many golf leagues for golfers of all abilities and ages.  Again, contact your local courses for more information.
