LCA Athletic Eligibility Guidelines

Liberty Christian Academy competes in the VHSL for Interscholastic Athletic Activities and abides by the VHSL Policies and Procedures for new students. Below are some basic guidelines for enrollment. 


AGE RULE-The student shall not have reached the age of 19 on or before the first day of August of the school year in which he/she wishes to compete.

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS-The student shall: (a) For the first semester be currently enrolled in not fewer than five subjects, or their equivalent, offered for credit and which may be used for graduation; and have passed five subjects, or their equivalent, offered for credit and which may be used for graduation the immediately preceding year or the immediately preceding semester for schools that certify credit on a semester basis; and (b) For the second semester be currently enrolled in not fewer than five subjects, or their equivalent, offered for credit and which may be used for graduation; and have passed five subjects, or their equivalent, offered for credit and which may be used for graduation the immediately preceding semester.

SEMESTER RULE-The student shall not have been enrolled in the last four years of high school for a period of more than eight consecutive semesters. 

TRANSFER RULE- Students enrolling in the 9th grade or prior are immediately eligible. 
The student shall not have enrolled in one high school and subsequently transferred to and enrolled in another high school without a corresponding change in the residence of his/her parents, parent, or guardian.
