
Where: Students entering K-4th grade will be at Southwest Elementary.
● Drop-off in the morning will be at the Gym Doors (if you have a Kindergartner, we ask that
you walk them in each morning through the main entrance until they are used to the building)
● Pick-up in the afternoon will be through the Circle Drive. We ask that you remain in your
car during this time and teachers will escort students to the cars as they approach the East end
of the drive. We will use our Driveline number system. Student numbers will remain the same as
the school year. Incoming Kindergarten students will receive their Driveline ticket and number
the first day at check in.

When: Tuesday, June 1st - Friday, July 1st. Summer School hours are from 8:30-3:30.

● Students arriving/departing anytime during these hours. We just ask that a parent comes
in to sign them in/out.

Expectations: Summer school is still subject to all Lawson School District board policies. Summer school is
viewed as a privilege offered to our students.  We strive to provide an enrichment learning opportunity that
is educational and fun.  Behaviors that disrupt or are deemed unsafe will not be tolerated.  These types of
behaviors may result in being sent home or not being allowed to attend Summer School.

Latchkey: Latchkey will be available when summer school is in session.
● All students enrolled in Latchkey will automatically participate in the Summer School Program.
● Latchkey is available before summer school 6:00-8:30 a.m. and after summer school 3:30 - 6:00 p.m.
It will be located at Southwest Elementary for grades K-6.
● Students must be at least 5 years old to participate. Please contact the school office for enrollment
forms or more information.

Lunch: The summer school program offers lunch each day for those who wish to purchase a meal.  The
cost to students will reflect the 2021-22 lunch prices.
● Lunch money can be sent in an envelope with the student's name and handed into their teacher.
● Lunch times are 10:30 -12:00.

Snacks: K-4 Students will have the opportunity to purchase snacks and/or drinks during the afternoon
session of summer school.
● Each snack/drink will be $1.00 per item.
● Students may also bring in snacks from home.
● Students can bring in snack money to turn into their teacher

Rest Time: Kindergarten students will have a rest time in the afternoon after lunch.
● Students are encouraged to bring a resting blanket or towel for this time.
● Please label items with your child’s name.
● These items will be kept here at school until Summer School is over.
