5.All records must be received to River
Bend prior to starting.

Academic instruction is
presented with a curriculum that
is based on the student’s
individual needs.

Students in grades K-12 are
eligible for the program. There is
one elementary classrooms, 2
middle school classrooms, and 2
high school classrooms. The
middle and high school students
have a six period day and rotate
between subject area teachers.
