Wrestling Schedule Options 26-27 Jason T, Lance

Showed the past years numbers when it comes to girl wrestlers and boy wrestlers. To give a girls a dual meet schedule 
does not match with the boys dual meet schedule due to numbers at each weight class. 
We were told the year before that the dual meets were going way too long with JV - Therefore JV scrambles were added. 3A 
coaches did not see this problem as they do not have as many wrestlers as 4A. 
Option 1 - straight single duals - 11 of their events - way too much for the season - trying to schedule this in our gyms would 
be hard 
Option 2 - double duals - makes for long nights for certain classifications (22-23, 23-24, 24-25 schedules)
Option 3 - hybrid model - mix of single duals and double duals (25-26 schedule)
Some thoughts would be that 4A would go to the hybrid model and the 3A/2A schools would want to go the double duals to 
best fit their size teams
Some coaches want to cancel the girls tournament - Title IX considerations there

Coaches need to have conversations with their AD's to go over these schedules and voice any concerns they may have
