This regular meeting opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch and Scott Lee were present.  Jenn Jenson and Justin Metzger were absent.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2547

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Knobloch to approve the agenda with the addition of approval of a coaching contract.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Findings from the Administrative Review of the School Nutrition Program were reviewed.  The school received many commendations for the lunch and breakfast programs.  Those include commendations for menu planning, offering choices, record keeping and documentation, wellness policies and programs, website development, professional standards and training, and having a cheerful and pleasant environment for serving and eating meals.

Supt. Hargens spoke to the Board about making up no school days at the end of the school year and their effect on timely completion of the construction project.  Currently, school is scheduled to end on May 22nd.  Hargens anticipates that the school could use the days through May 25th as make up days without effecting construction.  He will bring the topic to the Board again in April.
Proposed changes to course offerings in the Business Department were reviewed by Principal Jiskoot.  Jiskoot also reported that he is not recommending the addition of a Business teacher for next year.

The President declared the Resolution adopted as follows:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE ISSUANCE OF $2,890,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION SCHOOL BONDS, SERIES 2018, AND LEVYING A TAX FOR THE PAYMENT THEREOF


WHEREAS, the West Lyon Community School District, in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, is a public school corporation, organized and existing under the Constitution and laws of the State of Iowa, and is not affected by any special legislation; and


WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the School District in accordance with Iowa Code chapter 296 received a petition, which was signed by qualified electors numbering at least 25% the voters voting at the last regular school election, asking that an election be called, and at a meeting called by the President of the Board of Directors, within ten days after receipt of the petition, called an election and submitted on April 4, 2017, the following proposition:

Shall the Board of Directors of the West Lyon Community School District in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, be authorized to contract indebtedness and issue General Obligation Bonds in an amount not to exceed $2,890,000 to provide funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility, including parking lot and related site improvements?
and gave notice of the election and of the proposition; and


WHEREAS, the election was conducted on the date and the proposition was legally submitted, approved and no contest was made; and


WHEREAS, none of the Bonds authorized at the election have been issued, and it is now necessary to issue $2,890,000 General Obligation School Bonds, Series 2018, and to levy a tax for the payment;


NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE west lyon COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT, IN THE COUNTIES OF lyon and sioux, STATE OF IOWA:


Section 1.  Authorization of the Issuance of School Bonds.  School Bonds in the amount of $2,890,000 (the "Bonds") shall be issued pursuant to the provisions of Iowa Code chapter 296 for the purposes approved at the election of April 4, 2017.  Additional action shall be taken by the Board of Directors to provide for the issuance of the Bonds upon the sale of the Bonds.


Section 2.  Levy of Annual.  For the purpose of providing funds to pay the principal and interest of the Bonds authorized to be issued, there is levied for each fiscal year the following direct annual tax on all the taxable property in the West Lyon Community School District, in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa:

*Based upon the terms of sale of the Bonds to be issued, this Board will take final action upon the sale of the Bonds to issue the Bonds by amendment to this Resolution ("Amended Resolution").  The Amended Resolution will provide for the assessment of an annual levy upon all the taxable property in the School District sufficient to pay the interest and principal of the Bonds within a period not exceeding twenty (20) years, and will be filed with the County Auditor of each County in which the School District is located.  The filing provides that the Auditor annually levy for collection from the taxable property of the School District until funds are realized to pay the bonds in full.


A certified copy of this Resolution shall be filed with the County Auditors of the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, who are instructed in and for each of the years, to levy, assess and collect the tax in the same manner as other taxes of the School District and, when collected, these taxes shall be used only for the purpose of paying principal and interest on the Bonds. 


Principal and interest coming due at any time when the proceeds of the tax on hand are insufficient to pay the amount due shall be promptly paid when due from current funds of the District available for that purpose and reimbursement must be made.
