This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Jenn Jenson, Derek Knobloch, Scott Lee, and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2573

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Metzger to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Izzy Warner reported to the Board about her recent attendance at the Nation Policy Seminar in Washington DC.  Izzy is a State Office for the FCCLA and was representing West Lyon and Iowa.  She said that she was given the honor of opening the Seminar with the Pledge of Allegiance, and during her trip was able to meet with a number of legislators, including Joni Ernst.

Melanie Warner, Ryan Warner, and Izzy Warner spoke to the Board about student course loads and rules governing the number of study halls students can have in their schedule.  Melanie said that her short term need is for the school to open up its rules regarding study halls so that students like Izzy can have up to three study halls.  This would allow her time during the school day to take more classes through NCC.  Warner said that her long term goal would be for the school to offer more AP courses and send teachers to AP training opportunities to improve the possibility of success by the students taking those AP courses.  Principal Jiskoot offered that the school, with Board approval, could allow students to take a third study if they agreed to take two classes through NCC.

The President declared the Resolution adopted as follows:

RESOLUTION DIRECTING THE ADVERTISEMENT FOR SALE OF NOT TO EXCEED $2,890,000 general obligation school bondS, SERIES 2018, AND APPROVING TERMS OF OFFERING


WHEREAS, at a special election of the qualified electors of the West Lyon Community School District in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, held on April 4, 2017, the voters authorized the issuance of not to exceed $2,890,000 of General Obligation School Bonds for the District for the purpose of providing funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility, including parking lot and related site improvements; and 

WHEREAS, this Board finds it advisable and necessary that bonds authorized at the election be offered for sale for the purpose authorized at the election; and


WHEREAS, the Board deems it in the best interests of the School District and the residents thereof to receive bids to purchase such General Obligation School Bonds by means of both sealed and electronic communication; and


WHEREAS, the Board has received information from its Financial Advisor, recommending the procedure for electronic bidding so as to provide for the integrity of the competitive bidding process and to facilitate the delivery of bids by interested parties:

NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED BY THE Board of Directors OF THE West Lyon Community School District IN THE COUNTIES OF Lyon and Sioux, STATE OF IOWA:

Section 1.  That all electronic bidding shall be submitted in substantial conformity with Iowa Code Section 75.14 and Chapter 554D.


Section 2.  That General Obligation School Bonds, Series 2018, in the aggregate amount of not to exceed $2,890,000, to be issued as referred to in the preamble of this Resolution, to be dated the date of delivery, will be offered for sale pursuant to published advertisement.

Section 3.  That the Secretary of the Board of this School District publish notice of the sale of bonds at least once, the last one of which is not less than four days nor more than twenty days before the date of the sale.  Publication will be in the West Lyon Herald, a legal newspaper published wholly in the English language, published within the County in which the bonds are to be offered for sale or an adjacent County.  Notice is given pursuant to Iowa Code chapter 75 that bids will be received and acted upon by this Board at a meeting to be held at 7:00 o'clock P.M. on April 9, 2018; the notice must be in substantially the following form:

Time and Place of Sale:  Sealed bids or electronic bids for the sale of General Obligation School Bonds, Series 2018, of the West Lyon Community School District, in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa (the "Issuer"), will be received at the office of the Secretary of the Board of Directors of the District until 1:00 o'clock P.M. on April 9, 2018.  The bids will be publicly opened at that time and evaluated by the Superintendent, Board Secretary and Financial Advisor and referred for action at the meeting of the Board of Directors. 


Sale and Award:  The sale and award of the bonds will be held at the Board meeting scheduled on the same date.


The Bonds.  The bonds to be offered are the following:

general obligation school bondS, SERIES 2018, in the principal amount of not to exceed $2,890,000* to be dated the date of delivery (the "Bonds").
