This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee, and Justin Metzger were present.  Principal Snyder was also in attendance.

Motion #2447

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

David Williams requested to address the Board about administrative responses and actions related to an incident that took place on March 2nd and March 3rd.  As required by Board Policy, the matter was referred to Supt. Hargens for action.

Motion #2448

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Principal Snyder reported that the last day of school will be May 26th.  Students will be released at 12:30 am.  Teacher checkout will be from 12:30 to 4:00 PM.
An estimate to run pipe throughout the school for a sprinkler system was discussed.  Running pipe while ceilings removed for plumbing upgrades during the summer of 2018 would be cost effective for the school.

Examples of a “Public Forum” Board Policy and Board agendas were discussed.  The documents reviewed were from Ames Community School District.

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to adopt the FY18 Budget and Taxes as proposed and published in the West Lyon Herald on March 22nd.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2450

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to set the income surtax rate at 9% to fund the Instructional Support  Program for FY18.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The canvass of votes for the April 4th Bond Issue as received from the Lyon County Supervisors was reviewed.  The canvas found the public measure “West Lyon General Obligation School Bonds” to be adopted with 476 votes “For” the question and 197 votes “Against” the question.
Motion #2451

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to accept the canvass of the April 4th Bond Issue as conducted by the Lyon County Supervisors.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2452

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Derek Knobloch to approve the school’s agreement to participate in the IAEP food program for the 2017-18 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2453

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Bauder to approve a contract with Timberline Billing Services for the 2017-18 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board went into exempt session to discuss the status of negotiations with the WLEA.  The time was 7:55 PM.
