The meeting moved to the library for presentations by the FFA’s Prepared Public Speakers and Parli Pro Teams.

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to approve the agenda with the addition of closed session to discuss the status of negotiations with the WLEA.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Les Douma, of Douma Consulting Services, spoke to the Board about the services that his firm can provide in the upcoming Superintendent search.  Douma spoke about possible timelines for the search, development of job descriptions, the formulation of stakeholder committees, and so on.  No action was taken.

Principal Jiskoot reported to the Board that a student will begin to use a service dog. The dog may be ready by May.  Otherwise the dog will begin the next school year with the student.

Principal Jiskoot and Ryan Brasser spoke to the Board about their need for an additional Business instructor.  Jiskoot reviewed the potential classes that could be offered and the workload that could be eased on other instructors if this position were added for the coming school year.  The subject will reviewed again at the March meeting.

Discussion took place regarding the recent informational meetings for the April 4th Bond Issue. Those meetings took place at parent-teacher conferences.  Having heard some constituent concerns that improvements to the Wellness Center were left out of the bond issue, the Board asked that the administration investigate the possibility of a renovation/addition to the current facility that could add space to the workout area.  The Board would like the administration to work with the school’s architects, athletic director and others to develop ideas that would meet the needs of those that use the current structure.  The Board also asked the administration to investigate ways in which this construction could be included and moved up in the Capital Projects Seven Year Plan.
