Regular Meeting
Board of Education

January 9, 2017

This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee, and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principal Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion #2418

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried, all member voting “yes”.

Motion # 2419

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized the January Students of the Month:  Tiffany Van Beek-academics, Abby Funke-arts, Dylan Huyser-service, and Isaac Heyer-sportsmanship.

Supt. Hargens reported that Les Douma will be at February’s meeting to talk to the Board about the help he can provide in the school’s Superintendent search.  Hargens also reported that Craig Winquist will have the FFA Parli Pro team and Prepared Public Speaker present to the Board at February’s meeting.  Hargens said that Ross Loomans stopped by his office to deliver a patronage check and to talk about the future for electrical rates.
Valuations for the 2017-18 school district budget have been received and show a 3.68% increase as a total.

Motion # 2420

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Bauder to approve the resignations of Amber Bjorklund and Heidi Meyer as junior high volleyball coaches.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

President Lee called to order the Public Hearing for the 2017-18 School Calendar.  Supt. Hargens reported that the first day for teachers will be August 18th.  The first day for students will be August 23rd.  Graduation will be May 12th.  And the last day is set as May 23rd.

Motion # 2421

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Derek Knobloch to approve the 2017-18 school calendar as presented.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2422

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to appoint Scott Lee to the Lyon County Assessor’s Board.  Motion carried with Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch and Metzger voting “yes”.  Lee abstained.

The President of the Board stated that a Petition had been filed purporting to be signed by eligible electors of the School District numbering at least 25% of those voting at the last election of school officials.  The Petition requests that an election be called on the issuance of bonds in an amount not to exceed $2,890,000, to provide funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility, including parking lot and related site improvements.
The President submitted the Petition to the Board which examined the Petition.  Eighty (80) qualified electors voted at the last election of school officials; the number of eligible electors who have signed the petition is One Hundred Twenty Four (124).

The President declared the Resolution adopted as follows:
RESOLUTION ORDERING A SPECIAL ELECTION ON THE ISSUANCE OF $2,890,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION SCHOOL BONDS
WHEREAS, there has been filed with the President of this Board a Petition of eligible electors of this School District asking that an election be called to submit the question of contracting indebtedness and issuing bonds of the School District in an amount not to exceed $2,890,000 to provide funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility, including parking lot and related site improvements; and
WHEREAS, this Board has examined the Petition and finds that it is signed by eligible electors of the School District numbering at least 25% of those voting at the last election of school officials and that the purposes set forth in the petition cannot be accomplished within the limit of one and one-quarter percent of the assessed value of the taxable property in the School District; and
WHEREAS, the proposal for the issuance of Bonds or any other proposal incorporating any portion of it has not or will not have been submitted to the qualified electors of the School District for a period of at least six months prior to the date of election being called in these Proceedings;
NOW, THEREFORE, IT IS RESOLVED BY THE WEST LYON COMMUNITY SCHOOL DISTRICT, IN THE COUNTIES OF LYON AND SIOUX, STATE OF IOWA:
Section 1. That an election is called of the qualified electors of the West Lyon Community School District in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, on Tuesday, April 4, 2017.  The following Proposition is approved, and the Secretary is authorized and directed to submit and file the Proposition for the Ballot with the Lyon County Commissioner of Elections at least 46 days prior to the election:

Proposition 2324
Shall the Board of Directors of the West Lyon Community School District in the Counties of Lyon and Sioux, State of Iowa, be authorized to contract indebtedness and issue General Obligation Bonds in an amount not to exceed $2,890,000 to provide funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility, including parking lot and related site improvements?

Section 2. That the notice of the election and ballot form used at the election shall be prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Iowa Code and Iowa Administrative Rules.  The District requests the polls will open at 7:00 o'clock A.M. and close at 8:00 o'clock P.M.

Section 3. That the Election Board for the voting precinct or precincts be appointed by the County Commissioner of Elections, not less than 15 days before the date of the election, a certified copy of which appointment must be officially placed on file in the office of the Secretary.

Section 4. The Commissioner of Elections is requested and directed to make publication of the Notice of Election at least once, not less than four days nor more than twenty days prior to the date of the election, in a legal newspaper, printed wholly in the English language, as defined by Iowa Code Section 618.3.

Section 5. The West Lyon Herald, a legal newspaper, is published within the District and is hereby designated to make the publication of the Notice of Election.

Section 6. Lyon County, Iowa is the control county of this School District; this election will be conducted by the County Auditor as Commissioner of Elections.

Section 7. That the County Commissioner of Elections shall prepare all ballots and election registers and other supplies as necessary for the proper and legal conduct of this election and the Secretary of the Board is authorized and directed to cooperate with the Commissioner of Elections in the preparation of the necessary proceedings.

Section 8. That the Secretary is directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution in the Office of the County Commissioner of Elections to constitute the "written notice" to the County Commissioner of Elections of the election date, required to be given by the governing body under the provisions of Iowa Code Chapter 47.
