This work session was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2496

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Metzger to approve the agenda.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Andrew Eitreim, of Arch. Inc., presented drawings of the work to be completed in the upcoming construction and renovation of the building.  Eitreim said the timeline they have for the project is to have bid documents out on November 27th and to have bids opened on December 21st.  He would like to have a signed agreement in place between the school and a contractor by the first part of January, 2018.

The Board discussed building needs for the future.  A new Wellness Center, wrestling room, bus garage and auditorium were discussed.  The Board talked about the steps that would need to be taken to pay off the last two years of the 2004 General Obligation Bonds.  This would free up SAVE revenues to buy down property taxes on future bonds issues and might allow district to address building needs sooner.  A list of other major projects to be completed with capital projects revenues was also reviewed.
