This regular meeting opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott, Lee and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2411

Moved by Bauder and seconded by K Knobloch to approve the agenda.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2412

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized the Students of the Month:  Harlee Rozeboom-academics, Shawnae Van Veldhuizen-arts, Jessica Meyer-service, and Torri Van Beek-sportsmanship.

The Board also recognized Lydia Lee and Chayla Besonen for being selected to All State Band.

The Board was informed that letters were sent to some parents requesting that they complete a Diet Modification Request Form and file it with the school.  The form is required by the state if a parent is requesting a meal modification for their child and will be kept as a medical record at the school.

Supt. Hargens reviewed the proposed school calendar for 2017-18.  Hargens reported that January 9th will be set as the date for public input on the calendar.

The second reading of proposed changes to the Student Good Conduct Policy was handled by Principal Jiskoot.  No changes were made to the proposal since the first reading.

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Bauder to approve the district’s request to the SBRC for Modified Supplemental Amount in the areas of Increasing Enrollment ($138,411.00) and ELL Beyond 5 years ($1,450.02).  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2415

Moved by K Knobloch and seconded by D Knobloch to approve the At-Risk and Drop-Out Prevention application as reviewed and to request Modified Supplement Amount of $180,025 to support the services.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
Board President Scott Lee indicated that, as of 12/12/16, he was in receipt of petitions signed by electors of the school district that call for a special election to submit to the voters of the school district a question to authorize the Board of Directors to contract indebtedness and issue General Obligation Bonds in an amount not to exceed $2,890,000 to provide funds to construct an addition to and remodel, improve and furnish the existing school facility and related site improvements.  Board President Lee asked that the Board meet on January 9, 2017 to consider the petitions and set the time, date, and place of the election.

Moved by Bauder and seconded by K Knobloch to approve a contract with Ahlers & Cooney to act as legal advisors during the bond election process.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
