This regular meeting opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee and Justin Metzger were all present.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion 2316
Moved by K Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the agenda with the addition of discussion on a resignation.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Andrew Eitreim, of Arch. Inc., reviewed drawings from his Industrial Technology/Vocational Agriculture building study. Eitreim said his study called for the re-purposing of existing spaces and adding building space to the west of the current structure.  The additional space would be, for the most part, open space that would allow teachers to do larger projects and arrange the space based on the subject matter being taught.  

Eitreim also reviewed documents for the proposed concession stand and stadium seating for the Jay Rozeboom Complex.  He said the site of the concession stand was shifted slightly to face north east after soil boring results were reviewed.  Eitreim said that bid documents for the concession stand and stadium seating would be ready by the end of the week and that bids for the project would be opened on March 3rd.
