This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee, and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion # 2369

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to approve the agenda.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board presented Scott Ahrendt with a plaque for his retirement and years of service.

Chris Shimanski and Jason Stauffer, of Star Energy, spoke to the Board about the products and services their company can provide to the Transportation Department.  No action was taken.

Motion # 2370

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to approve the consent items including the Annual Cash Report, the Treasurer’s Report, and the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens reported that the bleachers for the new stadium are supposed to arrive at the end of July, with the crow’s nest to follow.  He said that dirt work on the project had slowed but they hoped to be working by the end of the week.

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve a contract for Mark Rentschler as AIW Anchor for the coming year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve Board Policy Series 400 and 900 and Policy 504.3.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Derek Knobloch to approve an agreement with NCC to provide PSEO and Dual Credit Courses for the 2016-17 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2374

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the fees and charges schedules for the 2016-17 school year with no increase over FY16.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2375

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Bauder to approve American State Bank, Security Savings Bank, People’s Bank, and Iowa Joint Investment Trust as depositories for district funds in FY17 in amounts no greater than $3,500,000.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Metzger to approve the bids from Valley Dairy for milk products and Casey’s Bakery for bread products for the 2016-17 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2377

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to set the mileage reimbursement rate at 42 cents per mile for the 2016-17 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

A comparison of meal prices at area schools in FY16 was reviewed.  West Lyon and MOC were, by far, the lowest.  It was also discussed that, by Federal formula, the District is required to increase meal prices by 10 cents per meal in FY17 in order to be a part of the Federal/Sate Nutrition Program.
