This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Troy Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch, Scott Lee and Justin Metzger were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion #2325

Moved by Bauder and seconded by K Knobloch to approve the agenda with the addition of discussion on “in house gaming grant requests”.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Members of the Student Tech Team (Janelle Rentschler, Torrie Luethold, and Devin Miller) gave demonstrations on how technology is being used by students and teachers in and out of the classroom.

Motion # 2326

Moved by Metzger and seconded by Bauder to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens reported that the school had begun its search for vocational agriculture applicants.  Hargens said he and Mr. Jiskoot would like to have the process completed soon.  Mr. Jiskoot will meet with anyone interested on March 19th to discuss the review applications.  Hargens also reported that Andrew Eitreim of Arch Inc. would be unable to attend the meeting tonight due to a scheduling conflict.
The Board was informed that a donation of $2,500 was received from the Monsanto Fund on behalf of Kathy Knoblock.  Kathy selected the Industrial Department to receive the donation through America’s Farmers Grow Communities.  America’s Farmers Grow Communities helps farmers grow their communities by supporting local non-profit organizations like West Lyon.

The Board formally recognized the following Students of the Month:  Shanah Herman-Academics, Lucas Knobloch-Arts, Shaela Van Wyk-Service, and Justin Severson-Sportsmanship.

The Board discussed and reviewed information concerning the opening of bids for the Athletic Stadium project, held on March 10th.  Supt. Hargens reported that two bids were received.  Dakotaland Sod, Inc. was the low bidder at $491,800, including Alternate #1.  Hargens reported that Arch. Inc. had done their due diligence in checking on the background of Dakotaland Sod and their bid and recommended the approval of their bid.
