Regular Meeting

Board of Education

July 13, 2014

7:00 PM

This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Bauder, Derek Knobloch, Kyle Knobloch and Lee were present.  Van Hill was absent.  Principal Jiskoot was also in attendance. 

Motion # 2254

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to approve the agenda with the addition of approval of Change Orders #1-3.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2255

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the consent items including the Annual Treasurer’s Report, the Annual Cash Reports, and to publish the district salaries for FY15 in the West Lyon Herald.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board recognized the accomplishments of the FCCLA team at nationals in Washington D.C.  Isabelle Warner, Kara Jones, Kary Ann Knoblock, and Lydia Lee all received GOLD for their projects.  Kristin Clasen is the FCCLA sponsor and accompanied the group.

The Governor’s veto of “one-time” money was discussed.  The veto will cost the district $98,809 in general fund revenue for the 2015-16 school year.  The Governor did sign a bill to increase supplemental state aid by 1.25%.  This increase will shift $66,561 from property taxes to state aid, but will give the district an actual increase in new money of less than $2,000.

Progress on the construction project has come to a standstill as the contractor waits for the structural steel to be delivered.

Principal Jiskoot reviewed a proposal for Semester Test Exemptions for the 2015-16 school year.  Under the proposal, which was reviewed and approved by legal counsel, students in grades 9-12 may exempt one semester exam in a class in which they have earned a 70% or higher for the semester.  Teachers may require students to take their exam, in which case the student may opt out of a different semester test.

Motion # 2256

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the semester test exemption policy as presented for the 2015-16 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Principal Jiskoot presented a request to start an iPad usage fee.  The fee would be $20 per year to cover normal maintenance of the iPads.  Students would be charged additional amounts for damage to the iPads.  Jiskoot said the fee policy was drafted after one used by Johnston CSD.

Motion #2257

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Derek Knobloch to the iPad Usage Fee Policy as presented.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2258

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the fees and charges for FY16.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2259

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve American State Bank, Security Savings Bank, Peoples Bank, and ISJIT as depositories for district funds in an amount up to $5,300,000 for the 2015-16 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2260

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to approve the milk bid from Scott’s Dairy and the bread bid from Casey’s Bakery for the 2015-16 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to set the mileage reimbursement rate for 2015-16 at 42 cents per mile.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Derek Knobloch and seconded by Kyle Knobloch to approve the increases in meal prices for the 2015-16 school year as determined by the Bureau of Nutrition.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2263

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Derek Knobloch to approve the district’s participation in the School Nutrition Program for the 2015-16 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2264

Moved by Kyle Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to appoint the following to positions for the 2015-16 school year:  Bob Tracy-Board Secretary, Lyle Impecoven-Board Treasurer, Jim Hargens-Open enrollment, Jim Hargens-Equity Coordinator, Dawn Oskar-Homeless Liason, Kim Mulder-Level 1 Investigator, Doug Jiskoot and Tim Snyder-alternate Level 1 investigator, and Jim  Hargens-Level II investigator.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
