Motion #2762

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Mark Bruggeman, Yettee Girard, and Gerry Stai were presented with plaques recognizing their years of service to the school and their retirements at the end of the school year.

Jeff Hoogeveen reported to the Board that the football game between Central Lyon and West Lyon will be moved to Thursday, August 29th so it can be televised by the Iowa High School Sports Network.  The broadcast will be sponsored by Monsanto and will be shown on Dish Network, DirectTV, ESPN3, and other local affiliates.
