This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Bauder, Knobloch, Lee, Moser, and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2024

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda with the addition of approval of contracts and purchase of a vehicle.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Jeff Blauwet, Derek Knoblock, Deb Blauwet, Cheryl Blankenspoor and Melanie Warner met with the Board to discuss their concerns with the current state of technology and its instruction at West Lyon.  The group also expressed concerns with the timeliness of the school’s future plan for adding staff, hardware and software.  The group presented ideas for improving the situation and answered questions.

Motion # 2025

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Knobloch to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized these Students of the Month:  Briton Van Beek-academics, Kendra Mogler-arts, Aszhia Albrecht-service, and Matt Metzger-sportsmanship.

Tim Snyder and Doug Jiskoot reported to the Board that, under the District’s Annual Yearly Progress Report, the school missed the AYP state targets for the first time in the following areas:  Junior High Reading, Junior High Math, and Elementary Reading.  The school is now identified by the state as being on a Watch list.  Watch status schools are not subject to No Child Left Behind sanctions.  The designation serves as a reminder that missing AYP state targets in the same area next year could result in a School In Need of Assistance (SINA) designation.
Supt. Hargens reported that it is his intention to provide the Board, in the coming months, with a series of goals and procedures in the following areas:  Technology Plan, Professional Development Plan, Ed Reform Plan (including the hire of a technology integrationist and reading instructional coach), and All Day-Every Day Kindergarten Plan.

Moved by Lee and seconded by Van Hill to approve the District’s 2014 participation in the Iowa Drug and Alcohol Testing Program for school bus drivers.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
