Regular Meeting
Board of Education

July 9, 2012

7:00 PM

This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Bauder, Knobloch, Lee and Van Hill were present.  Moser was absent.  Supt. Hargens and Principal Jiskoot were also in attendance.

Motion # 2684

Moved by Lee and seconded by Bauder to approve the agenda with the additions of ice machine bids, sink bids, discussion about the Odyssey Ware program.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Angie and Jason Beek spoke to the Board about their concerns with West Lyon’s current At-Risk program.  Angie Beek presented her thoughts on the short comings of the A-R program and gave ideas on how the program might be improved.  No action was taken.
Motion # 2685

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Lee to approve the consent items including the annual treasurer’s report, annual cash reports, and the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized the Lloyd Anderson family and Shirley Gafney for their generous donation to the West Lyon School Foundation.  The donation will be used to fund scholarships for West Lyon graduates.

The status of the summer projects at the school was reviewed.

Supt. Hargens reported that for next year’s kindergarten numbers have fallen by three since the end of the school year.  He reported that 1st grade numbers have increased by one since the end of the school year.

Principal Jiskoot reported that he is having the school attorney review the district’s transportation policy in light of the accident and subsequent law suits at Clear Creek Amana School District.

Motion # 2686

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Knobloch to approve the fees and charges schedule for the 2012-13 school year.  No increases in fees were requested.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2687

Moved by Lee and seconded by Knobloch to designate American State Bank, Security Savings Bank, Peoples Bank and ISJIT as approved depositories for school district funds in FY13 with a limit of $3,000,000 in deposits at any one institution.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2688

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Lee to approve the FY13 bid from Wonder Bread for bread products and from Scott’s Dairy for milk products.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion #2689

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to set the mileage rate for FY13 at 42 cents per mile (no change).  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
The Board was given an email from the Department of Ed that stated that the school must increase adult meal process by 75 cents for FY13.  Equity Pricing requirements from the USDA will also require that the district increase prices by 10 cents per meal for student lunches for FY13.

Motion # 2690

Moved by Lee and seconded by Bauder to increase student lunch prices by 10 cents and adult meal prices by 75 cents for FY13.  Breakfast prices and milk prices are to remain the same for FY13.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2691

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to appoint the following individuals to the following positions for FY13:

Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Lee to approve the school’s participation in the State and Federal Nutrition Programs for FY13.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
Motion # 2693

Moved by Lee and seconded by Knobloch to approve the Board Policies found in series 1000 of the Board Policy Book with no changes.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2694

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Lee to approve the resignations of Carlie Landegent as assistant basketball coach, and Sandy Ahrent as custodial assistant.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2695

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Knobloch to approve contracts for Elizabeth Grotewold as assistant volleyball coach, Renae Weber as assistant volleyball coach, and Amber Boogerd as junior high volleyball coach.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

RESOLUTION # 2696

Resolution Approving Revenue Purpose Statement, Approving Ballot Language, and Calling for Election

Director Knobloch introduced and caused to be read the Resolution hereinafter set out and moved its adoption; seconded by Director Lee after due consideration thereof by the Board, the President put the question upon the adoption of said Resolution and, the roll being called, the following Directors voted:

Whereupon the President declared said Resolution duly adopted as follows:

RESOLUTION

WHEREAS, the State of Iowa has directed a state wide sales tax to replace the school infrastructure local option tax, previously approved by Lyon County voters; and

WHEREAS, the a state wide sales tax revenues are to be deposited into the Secure an Advanced Vision for Education (SAVE) Fund for distribution to school districts, and

WHEREAS, the Board desires to set forth the use of the revenue generated by the SAVE Fund in the form of a Revenue Purpose Statement; and

NOW, THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Board:

Section 1. 
The revenue generated by the previously authorized state penny for school infrastructure and designated in the SAVE Fund for the West Lyon Community School District shall be used for all of the purposes set forth in the revenue purpose statement as follows: 

To provide funds for property tax relief.

To provide funds to build and furnish a new school building or buildings; to build and furnish addition(s) to school buildings in the District; to remodel, repair, expand, and improve the school buildings in the District; to purchase and improve grounds; for demolition work; to furnish and equip district facilities.

To provide funds for the purchase, lease or lease-purchase of buildings, equipment (including transportation and recreation equipment) and technology, as authorized by law, to implement energy conservation measures, sharing or rental of facilities, procuring or acquisition of libraries, or opening roads to schoolhouses or buildings.

To provide funds for emergency repairs to respond to natural disasters, such as fire, wind damage, flood; unanticipated mechanical, plumbing, structural, roof, electrical system failures; environmental remediation; or to respond to changes in demographics that require construction of additions or improvements to school buildings or new school buildings.

To provide funds to establish and maintain public recreation places and playgrounds; provide for supervision and instruction for recreational activities; or for community education purposes; and other authorized expenditures and purposes as now or hereafter permitted by law and designated by the District.

To provide funds for the payment of principal and interest or retirement of general obligation bonds issued for school infrastructure purposes, energy improvement loans, loan agreements authorized by Iowa Code section 297.36, and sales, service and use tax revenue bonds issued under Iowa Code section 423E.5.

It being understood that if this proposition should fail to be approved by the voters, such failure shall not be construed to terminate or restrict authority previously granted by the voters to expend receipts from the SAVE Fund and/or the school infrastructure local option tax.  If approved, this revenue purpose statement shall remain in effect until replaced or amended by the District.

Section 2.  
That an election is called of the qualified electors of the West Lyon Community School District, in the County of Lyon, State of Iowa, on Tuesday, September 11, 2012.  The following proposition is approved, and the Board Secretary is authorized and directed to submit and file the proposition for the ballot with the Lyon County Commissioner of Elections at least forty-six (46) days prior to the election:

Summary:  To adopt the revenue purpose statement to authorize the expenditure of revenues from the State of Iowa secure an advanced vision for education fund received by the West Lyon Community School District.

In the West Lyon Community School District, the following revenue purpose statement, which specifies the use of the sales, services and use tax funds from the State of Iowa secure an advanced vision for education fund for school infrastructure (penny sales, services and use tax for schools), shall be adopted:

To provide funds for property tax relief.

To provide funds to build and furnish a new school building or buildings; to build and furnish addition(s) to school buildings in the District; to remodel, repair, expand, and improve the school buildings in the District; to purchase and improve grounds; for demolition work; to furnish and equip district facilities.

To provide funds for the purchase, lease or lease-purchase of buildings, equipment (including transportation and recreation equipment) and technology, as authorized by law, to implement energy conservation measures, sharing or rental of facilities, procuring or acquisition of libraries, or opening roads to schoolhouses or buildings.

To provide funds for emergency repairs to respond to natural disasters, such as fire, wind damage, flood; unanticipated mechanical, plumbing, structural, roof, electrical system failures; environmental remediation; or to respond to changes in demographics that require construction of additions or improvements to school buildings or new school buildings.

To provide funds to establish and maintain public recreation places and playgrounds; provide for supervision and instruction for recreational activities; or for community education purposes; and other authorized expenditures and purposes as now or hereafter permitted by law and designated by the District.

To provide funds for the payment of principal and interest or retirement of general obligation bonds issued for school infrastructure purposes, energy improvement loans, loan agreements authorized by Iowa Code section 297.36, and sales, service and use tax revenue bonds issued under Iowa Code section 423E.5.

It being understood that if this proposition should fail to be approved by the voters, such failure shall not be construed to terminate or restrict authority previously granted by the voters to expend receipts from the secure and advanced vision for education fund and/or the school infrastructure local option tax.  If approved, this Revenue Purpose Statement shall remain in effect until replaced or amended by the District.

If approved, this Revenue Purpose Statement shall remain in effect until replaced or amended by the West Lyon Community School District.

Section 3.
The notice of the election and ballot form used at the election shall be prepared in accordance with the provisions of the Iowa Code and Iowa Administrative Rules.


Section 4.
Lyon County, Iowa, is the control county of this school district; this election will be conducted by the County Auditor as Commissioner of Elections.


Section 5.
The Commissioner of Elections is requested and directed to make publication of the notice of election at least once, not less than four days nor more than twenty days prior to the date of the election, in an official publication, as defined by Iowa Code section 618.3.


Section 6.
The County Commissioner of Elections shall prepare all ballots and election registers and other supplies as necessary for the proper and legal conduct of this election and the Board Secretary is authorized and directed to cooperate with the Commissioner of Elections in the preparation of the necessary proceedings.


Section 7.
The Board Secretary is directed to file a certified copy of this Resolution in the Office of the County Commissioner of Elections to constitute the “written notice” to the County Commissioner of Elections of the election date, as required to be given pursuant to the provisions of Iowa Code chapter 47.

Section 8. 
The Board Secretary is hereby authorized and directed to submit to the County Commissioner of Elections a certified copy of this Resolution at least forty six (46) days prior to the election regarding adoption of the revenue purpose statement, said election being the 11th day of September, 2012.

Moved by Lee and seconded by Bauder to approve the bid from Mulder Refrigeration for an ice machine for the nutrition department.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Principal Jiskoot spoke to the Board about the need for a school based alternative high school program.  West Lyon has partnered with Central Lyon for these services, but Central Lyon has decided to drop the partnership.  Jiskoot said that he has looked into several programs, and found the Odyssey Ware program to be the best available.  This program is a computer based, self paced curriculum that has a variety features that would meet the needs of At-Risk students.  Jiskoot asked the Board to make a motion that would approve the credits gained by students who use the Odyssey Ware program for use toward graduation.

Motion # 2699

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Bauder to approve the school credits earned by West Lyon students who use the Odyssey Ware program toward graduation requirements.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2700

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Lee to adjourn this regular meeting at 9:20 PM.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.  The next regular meeting is set for August 13th at 7:00 PM.
