This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Bauder, Knobloch, Lee, Moser and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principal Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2664

Moved by Moser and seconded by Bauder to approve the agenda with the addition of discussion and action on:  Health Services Contract, Football lighting bids, Carpet bids.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens presented retirement plaques to Connie Rentschler, Mike Kern, Marj Wollman, Alan Snyders, and Deb Van Egdom.
Bids were reviewed for new football lights.  Wayne Meyer was present to answer questions about his bid.  Discussion was held to decide whether to accept a bid for a lighting system using the current poles (SCG) or a bid for new poles (LSG).

Moved by Lee and seconded by Knobloch to accept Musco’s bid of $65,000 for their Light Structure Green System and Meyer Electric’s bid of $55,131 for the installation of new football lights and poles and upgrading of the electric wiring to the school bus garage.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Bauder and seconded by Moser to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized the following Students of the Month:  Rigo Rangel-academics, Miriah Schemmel-Arts, Chad Knoblock-Service, and Kyle Standley-Sportsmanship.
Principal Snyder reported that the Elementary Math Bee Team of Jaden Snyder, Mitchell Rentschler, Jordan Kramer, and Tanner Boote qualified for and competed in the State Math Bee.

Supt. Hargens reported that the new Director Districts approved by the Board have also been approved by the Secretary of State’s office.  Hargens also reported that he will be gone from the June meeting.

The Board discussed building and grounds projects that will be completed this summer.

A spreadsheet that analyzed the school’s electrical costs and usage since 2004 was distributed and reviewed.

Possible changes to school meals served under the Healthy and Hunger Free Kids Act were discussed.  More information will be available following training in July at Iowa State.

It was reported that the school’s Casino Grant request for Vocational Agriculture program renovations was not approved.
Supt. Hargens distributed copies of the Board Policy # 603.1 “Class Size”.  Hargens reviewed the policy and recommended to the Board that they adhere to the policy at this time.  Hargens stated that he will continue to monitor the numbers in kindergarten and 1st grade and will report those numbers to the Board on a monthly basis.  Each Board member talked about the input they had received from the community on the matter since the April meeting.  No action was taken.
