Federal Department of Education Pricing Equity guidelines for meal prices at schools were discussed.  Pricing Equity would require that West Lyon gradually increases its meal prices to meet those guidelines.
Utility bills were reviewed.  It appears that the lighting and control upgrades that the school completed during the summer have had a significant positive impact on electric bills during the current school year.

Principal Jiskoot reported that the Vocational Agriculture position has been offered and he is waiting for a response from the candidate.  Jiskoot said he will begin interviewing for the English/TAG position and for the Industrial Tech position this week and next.
