This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Knobloch, Lee, Moser, Paulson, and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.
Motion # 2505

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda with the addition of resignations.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board presented a plaque to Bonnie Grotewold in recognition of her years of service in the nutrition department.

Dave Childress met with the Board to discuss his possible retirement and how the district’s Early Retirement Policy would affect him.  Childress stated that, because he began his teaching career as a shared instructor at BH/GLR, at the time that he reaches the Rule of 88, he will not have 20 years of service at West Lyon.  Childress wondered if the Board might consider changing the Policy to allow for prorated credit/payment for years served that are less than 20 years.

Motion # 2506

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to table discussion in Dave Childress’ request to change the Early Retirement Policy until the March meeting.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2507

Moved by Lee and seconded by Moser to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens spoke to the Board about staffing needs for 2011-12.  Hargens said that he would like to keep all the current positions on staff and add one elementary position.  But because of timelines dictated by state law, Hargens said that he was forced to give Staff Reduction Notices to three teachers that were hired for the current school year.  He said that, in the end, funding from the State and negotiations with the teaching staff will dictate how many teachers he can hire next year.

Motion # 2508

Moved by Paulson and seconded by Knobloch to approve Deb Ractliffe’s application for the Early Retirement incentive for the coming school year.  Motion carried, all members voting ‘yes”.

Motion # 2509

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve Eide Bailly, LLCs FY10 Audit of district financial records and practices.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
Motion # 2510

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to approve the retirement of Bonnie Grotewold as cook and the resignation of Marilyn Berentschot as cook.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens explained, again, the reasons that made it necessary for him to give three teachers Staff Reduction Notices for FY12.  Hargens said that Iowa Code sets timelines for delivering these Notices. Because the legislature has not set funding for FY2012, and negotiations with the teachers is not complete, he was forced to deliver the Notices.  Hargens gave copies of Notice documentation to the Board President.

Moved by Lee and seconded by Moser to go into closed session to discuss the status of negotiations with the WLEA.  The time of the motion is 5:20PM.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
