Motion # 2602

Moved by Paulson and seconded by Lee to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board formally recognized the following groups and individuals:

American State Bank and Security Savings Bank for hosting tailgating meals to raise funds for Smart Boards.

Students of the Month:  Alyssa Albrecht (arts), Telma Hernandez (academics), Jamie Pedersen (service), and Ethan Ageson (sportsmanship).

Supt. Hargens reported on a meeting with Steve Simons-Lyon County Economic Development Director, Jeff Williams-County Engineer, and Carl Petersen-County Attorney.  Hargens said the purpose of the meeting was to develop a better understanding of the County Supervisors proposal to TIF 40% of the valuations of the new casino.  Under the proposal, the county would take from the taxing entities in the West Lyon district approximately $29 million of the increased valuations from the casino.  They would then use those valuations to generate funds for countywide road repairs over a twenty year period. 

Supt. Hargens said the administrative team has developed a process for requesting funds from the gaming grants received from the Lyon County Riverboat Foundation.  The Board will be presented with requests for final review and approval in April.

Supt. Hargens spoke to the Board about letters of interest he had received to fill the potential vacancy in Director District #1.  The plan is to interview the candidates at its meeting in November.
