This special meeting was opened with roll call.  Knobloch, Lee, Moser, Paulson, and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion # 2402

Moved by Moser and seconded by Paulson to approve the agenda as published.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens opened the public hearing for the FY11 Budget.  The proof of publication was distributed and it was noted that the meeting’s timelines comply with State requirements.  Hargens reported that the FY11 budget was developed with scenarios that called for freezing wages, and cutting line items.  The budget also estimates a shortfall in state aid of nearly $300 per student.  He said that, because we are a growing district, the proposed budget does not reduce any teaching positions.  But it does not allow for the hire of additional staff either.  The levy rate for all funds will increase by 29 cents per thousand for the FY11 school year.  Hargens also reviewed the results of the legislative session.
No one spoke in opposition of the Proposed Budget for FY11.  The President called for a motion to adjourn.

This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Knobloch, Lee, Moser, Paulson and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principals Jiskoot and Snyder were also in attendance.

Motion # 2404

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to approve the agenda with the addition of Approval of Tentative Agreement with the WLEA, and Approval of Teacher Quality Committee recommendations.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2405

Moved by Lee and seconded by Paulson to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Mr. Snyder reviewed his estimation of elementary student enrollment in FY11 and the classes per grade level.
Mr. Jiskoot reported that numbers in junior high are such that he can have two sections of teachers for those grade levels.  He also said that junior high teachers will be assigned to assist the sixth grade with math and reading.
Supt. Hargens reported on the following:

· The school will have a Department of Education Site Review on April 13th-15th.  Site Reviews are conducted every five years.

· Students of the Month are Kayla DeWit (Academics), Ron McKenzie (Arts), Joel Ter Wee (Citizenship), and Kelly Myrlie (Sportsmanship)

· The final phase of the re-roof project was started on April 5th.  The project is expected to be completed in three weeks.
· The last day of school will be May 27th.

· Reviewed copies of the “Race to the Top” grant.

· Reported that numbers in junior high baseball will dictate that the school hires two coaches for the summer.

Motion # 2407

Moved by Moser and seconded by Knobloch to set the income surtax rate at 10% for the FY11 budget.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens reviewed the tentative agreement on a Master Contract for FY11.  The agreement calls for freezing salaries for the coming year, and includes some language changes.

Moved by Paulson and seconded by Lee to approve the tentative agreement for the 2010-2011 Master Contract as reached by and between the WLEA and WLBE.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
Supt. Hargens reviewed the recommendations of the Teacher Quality Committee for distribution of the TSS money for FY11.

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Moser to approve the recommendations of the Teacher Quality Committee for the distribution of Teacher Quality and Professional Development funds in FY11.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
