This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Knobloch, Lee, Moser, Paulson, and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion # 2369

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda with the addition of appointment to Assessor’s Conference Board, and the approval of the sale of bonds.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board began its public hearing on the continued participation in the Instructional Support Program.  Documentation was reviewed that showed proper Public Notice of the hearing was published in the West Lyon Herald and said notice met legal timelines.  As stated in the Notice, the district wishes to participate in the Instructional Support Program for an additional five years using the parameters set forth in Board Resolution #2364 and said Notice.  Hearing no opposition, the Board ended the Public Hearing.

Supt. Hargens reported that the district completed an application for a Harkin Grant in the amount of $150,000 to help offset expenses related to the lighting and control renovation projects coming in the summer of 2010.  Hargens said the school should learn of the results of the grant some time in March.  

Supt. Hargens stated that he has looked into using Snowcap to make weather related announcements for the school.  But problems that neighboring schools are having have caused him to hold off on implementing their services.

Supt. Hargens reminded the Board that the Department of Education will be conducting the Site Review of the school on January 26th 27th, and 28th.

It was reported that the FY10 audit as completed by Eide Bailly is available in draft form.  The report will be presented for approval at the next Board meeting.

RESOLUTION


WHEREAS, following a public hearing, the Board deems it necessary and desirable to provide additional funding for the West Lyon Community School District pursuant to the Instructional Support Program; and


WHEREAS, pursuant to a duly published notice, the Board held a public hearing on the question of participation in the Instructional Support Program; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board:

Section 1:
That the following, as may be modified as a result of the discussion and input generated at the public hearing, shall be considered for inclusion in the Resolution to Participate in the Instructional Support Program:

a. The District’s participation in the Instructional Support Program shall be for an amount not to exceed ten (10) percent of the total regular program district cost, including the moneys received pursuant to section 257.14 of the Iowa Code (2009) as a budget adjustment for the budget year.  Participation shall be for five (5) years.  The moneys received for the Instructional Support Program may be used for any permissible general fund purpose, excluding dropout prevention programs, talented and gifted programs, physical plant and equipment levy uses, management levy uses, and special education negative balances.

b. The method that the District will use to fund the Instructional Support Program is instructional support state aid and a combination of instructional support property tax and income surtax (said income surtax not to exceed twenty (20) percent) with any remaining amount necessary to be made up through the instructional support property tax.

That all resolutions or orders or parts thereof in conflict herewith be and the same are hereby repealed to the extent of such conflict.
