Regular Meeting

June 14, 2010

This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Knobloch, Lee, Moser, Paulson and Van Hill were present.  Supt. Hargens and Principal Jiskoot were also in attendance.

Motion #2428

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve the agenda with the additions of “approval of contracts” and “first reading of board policies”.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2429

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Principal Jiskoot reviewed the secondary handbook for the 2010-11 school year.  He requested changes be made to language concerning “college visits” and “job shadowing”.  Jiskoot also stated that he interviewed five candidates for the junior high language arts position and is recommending the hire of Matt McKenney.

The elementary and classified employee handbooks were reviewed for changes for the 2010-11 school year.

Supt. Hargens reported on the following items:

· A Carl Perkins review conducted by the Department of Education went smoothly, with only minor changes being recommended.
· The Department of Education’s State Site Review recommendations were received.  Areas that need to be addressed include employee physicals, identification of At-Risk students, and changes to the K-12 library program.

· A meeting with representatives from Lyon REC was reported upon.  Hargens stated that Lyon REC is required by the State of Iowa to develop a program to promote energy efficiency through grants.  In order to pay for the grants, REC has increased the school’s electric rates by 3.8%.  At the end of each year, REC will check to see how much of the money raised by the rate increase has been used by the school.  If the amount in grants was greater than the amount raised, rates will be raised even more.  If the amount is less than raised, then rates will be lowered.  Hargens reported that an outside consultant for the REC has deemed that the energy efficiency projects that West Lyon is currently conducting would have a grant value of $116,000.  The REC is willing to pay the school that amount, but rates in the following year would increase by as much as 80%.  Hargens said that the program amounts to a short term loan, with grants needing to be repaid from the general fund within the following calendar year.  Because of this, Hargens said the school has no interest in participating in the program and will simply fund the 3.8% increase this year.
· The school received a State appropriated Pre-School Grant.  Under the grant, tuition will be free to those who wish to attend preschool.  Hargens said the administration will be working on the development of a budget and program in the coming weeks and will report back to the Board when this is completed.

Motion # 2430

Moved by Paulson and seconded by Moser to approve the open enrollment request for Crimson McCall for the 2010-11 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2431
Moved by Lee and seconded by Knobloch to approve the school’s participation in SAI’s mentoring and induction program.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2432

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to approve a contract between West Lyon CSD and Lyon county Health Services to provide nursing services for the 2010-11 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2433

Moved by Moser and seconded by Lee to approve the resignation of Glennie Wiltgen as junior high volleyball coach.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2434

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Paulson to approve the hire of Susan Nelson Bullerman as junior high volleyball coach.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2435

Moved by Paulson and seconded by Lee to approve the hire of Matt McKenney for one year as a replacement for Renae Weber, who is on leave; approve the hire of Matt McKenney as golf coach; and approve the hire of Tina Simons as .50 fte elementary vocal instructor.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Moved by Lee and seconded by Knobloch to approve the elementary, secondary and classified employee handbooks for the 2010-11 school year.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2347

Moved by Knobloch and seconded by Lee to approve the district’s Iowa Core Curriculum Implementation Plan as presented.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens presented a series of Board Policies for the first reading.  Action on the policies will take place at the July meeting.
