This regular meeting was opened with roll call.  Kerkvliet, Moser, Twedt and Van Hill were present.  Hassebroek was absent.  Supt. Hargens was also in attendance.

Motion # 2288

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the agenda.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
Jerry Halloran of Energy Services Group spoke to the Board about the services his company could provide in the way of a Comprehensive Facility Management Plan.  Halloran said that ESG helps schools develop, fund and implement these plans by performing facility assessments that help to control escalating energy costs.  He said his company guarantees the cost savings promised in the analysis, or it will write the school a check for the difference.

Motion # 2289

Moved by Moser and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

The Board recognized the following groups and individuals:

· Tory Mogler, Katie Kirkland, Andrew Metzger, Tyler Tentinger, Rebekah Fluit, Brenden Ter Wee, Shaunae Boer, Janae Coffield, and Jacob Munger participated in the Individual State Speech Contest.

· Students of the Month were Kaitlyn Olthoff (academics), Anna Hildring (arts), Amanda Metzger (citizenship), and Hailey Bruggeman (sportsmanship).

Supt Hargens reported that a pre-construction meeting was held on the re-roofing project.  The project is slated to begin on May 1st and be completed in 2-3 weeks.  Hargens also reported that the school will participate in a mock disaster drill on May30th.  Hargens said the school will have its Department of Education review in January of 2010. 
It was noted that the district received its report from the Department of Education pertaining to the DE’s review of the school’s nutrition program.  The program received very high marks for its meals and overall operation.  Meals meet USDA guidelines.  And all financial records are well organized and accurate.  It was recommended that the school increase fiber in its meals by adding more whole grains, fresh fruit, or fresh vegetables in its menus.  The school must also describe which fruits and vegetables are to be served in the menus that are sent home in the newsletters.

Moved by Moser and seconded by Van Hill to approve the hire of Dave Childress as a substitute school bus driver.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2293

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve contracts and wage increases in an amount commensurate with the increases reached for the teaching staff for FY10.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2294

Moved by Kerkvliet and seconded by Moser to approve the Special Education District Developed Service Delivery Plan and Committee as presented to the Board.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Supt. Hargens spoke to the Board about a request from Koury Kramer to add another junior high baseball coach for the coming season.  He said that the 7th and 8th grades could have a combined roster of over 30 players.  Hargens said that he originally declined the request because the expenditure is not in the district’s current budget and that, in the past, other options like separate practices for each grade had been used to address these concerns.  But with circumstances as they are and with his concern for the safety of players during practice, Hargens recommended that a part-time junior high baseball coach be added for one year.

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the hire of a part time junior high baseball coach for one year.  Motion carried, Van Hill, Kerkvliet and Twedt voting “yes” and Moser voting “no”.

Moved by Moser and seconded by Kerkvliet to approve the hire of Elaine Rustand as a secondary instructor.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
