Motion # 2247

Moved by Van Hill and seconded by Hassebroek to approve the agenda with the addition of discussion on the FY10 school calendar.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.

Motion # 2248

Moved by Moser and seconded by Hassebroek to approve the consent items including the following bills.  Motion carried, all members voting “yes”.
The recognized the following students of the month:  Tyler Moser for academics, Andrew Metzger for arts, Taylor TeGrootenhuis for citizenship and Wil Van Hill for sportsmanship.  

Principal Jiskoot reviewed the ACT scores for local schools for 2008.  Jiskoot said that West Lyon compared favorably to the group in most areas.  Math scores were in the upper third of the group.  English scores were in the lower third.  Principal Snyder shared the 2008-09 goals in the areas of reading, math and science as developed by the grade level clusters.
Supt. Hargens reported that the Department of Education has nominated West Lyon High School for the nation’s Blue Ribbon Schools honor.

Supt. Hargens reported that he had a request by a daycare in the district to have buses pick up and drop off at their facility.  Hargens said that he chose to deny that request at this time.
