GENERAL SCHOLARSHIPS 
 
MolinaCares Charitable Foundation Scholarship – This is new scholarship 
opportunity, made possible by the MolinaCares Charitable Foundation and in 
partnership with the Iowa Health Care Association (IHCA) Foundation, for Iowa high 
school seniors who are in their senior year during the 2022-2023 academic year and 
interested in pursuing a career in long-term care.  This scholarship covers tuition 
fees to pursue a certified nursing assistant (CNA), licensed practical nurse (LPN), 
registered nurse (RN), associate of science in nursing (ASN) (this is missing from the 
flyer and site, but is accepted) or bachelor of science in nursing (BSN) program for the 
2023-2024 academic year. This scholarship is intended for those interested in a future 
career in long-term care. Nine scholarships will be offered to provide for up to 
$2,000 toward tuition for a CNA, LPN, RN or BSN program.  For more information and 
to apply go to:   https://iowahealthcare.org/get-involved/foundation/ihca-foundation-
scholarship-program/2022-ihca-foundation-high-school-scholarship/  .

GPA. Preference will be considered for those in a civil, electrical, environmental or 
agricultural engineering technician field.

Future Ready Iowa Last-Dollar Scholarship – this state of Iowa scholarship offers a 
path to earning a credential (postsecondary certificate, diploma, or associate degree) in 
a high-demand field for Iowa high school graduates.  The state of Iowa will cover your 
tuitions for community college in areas such as:  Healthcare/Biosciences, Information
