ITEMS REMOVED FROM THE CONSENT AGENDA:  None.
Member Bremer arrived at the meeting.

PUBLIC COMMENT: Chris Heineman, Lake City EDA Director, updated the Board on the status of the Cemstone property and possible future plans for the 102 acres. 
COMMUNICATIONS: Two thank you notes were read by Chairperson Bremer.
BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: Roberson/Hamilton to change the time of the September Board meeting to 8:00 p.m. to allow Board members to attend the Bluff View Open House.  Motion carried unanimously.  Roberson/Balow to change the date of the October meeting to Tuesday, October 23, 2007, at 7:00 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz updated the Board on Smartboard training and Reading Symposiums teachers had attended. Greg Berge, High School Principal, presented information on HVL schools he polled regarding Non-academic courses impact on a students GPA.  Heath Oeltjen and Greg Berge gave a power point presentation on a new website for the district.  Hamilton/Balow to purchase an on-line website from rSchoolToday.  Motion carried unanimously.  
OLD BUSINESS

Member Pflaum introduced the following resolution and moved its adoption:


RESOLUTION RELATING TO INCREASING


THE GENERAL EDUCATION REVENUE OF THE SCHOOL DISTRICT


AND CALLING AN ELECTION THEREON

BE IT RESOLVED by the School Board of Independent School District No. 813, State of Minnesota, as follows:

1.
The Board hereby determines and declares that it is necessary and expedient for the school district to increase its general education revenue by $600 per resident marginal cost pupil unit.  The proposed referendum revenue authorization would replace the school district's prior authorization which has expired.  As provided by law, the ballot question must abbreviate the term "per resident marginal cost pupil unit" as "per pupil."  The additional revenue will be used to finance school operations and the property tax portion thereof will require an estimated referendum tax rate of approximately .1145913% of the referendum market value of the school district for taxes payable in 2008, the first year it is to be levied.  The proposed referendum revenue authorization would increase each year by the rate of inflation and be applicable for four (4) years unless otherwise revoked or reduced as provided by law.  For this purpose, the rate of inflation shall be the annual inflationary increase calculated under Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.17, Subdivision 2, paragraph (b).  The question on the approval of this referendum revenue authorization shall be School District Ballot Question 1 on the school district ballot at the special election held to approve said authorization. 

(b) The Board hereby determines and declares that it is also necessary and expedient for the school district to increase its general education revenue by $200 per resident marginal cost pupil unit.  As provided by law, the ballot question must abbreviate the term "per resident marginal cost pupil unit as "per pupil."  The additional revenue will be used to finance school operations and the property tax portion thereof will require an estimated referendum tax 
rate of approximately .0410618% of the referendum market value of the school district for taxes payable in 2008, the first year it is to be levied.  The proposed referendum revenue authorization would increase each year by the rate of inflation and be applicable for four (4) years unless otherwise revoked or reduced as provided by law.  For this purpose, the rate of inflation shall be the annual inflationary increase calculated under Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.17, Subdivision 2, paragraph (b).  The question on the approval of this referendum revenue authorization shall be School District Ballot Question 2 on the school district ballot at the special election held to approve said authorization.  The passage of said School District Ballot Question 2 shall be contingent on the passage of School District Ballot Question 1 as specified above and herein.

2.
The ballot questions specified above and herein shall be submitted to the qualified voters of the school district at a special election, which is hereby called and directed to be held on Tuesday, November 6, 2007, between the hours of 7:00 o'clock a.m. and 8:00 o'clock p.m.
3.
Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, Section 205A.11, the school district combined polling places and the precincts served by those polling places, as previously established and designated by school board resolution for school district elections not held on the day of a statewide election, are hereby designated for this special election.

4.
The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause written notice of said special election to be provided to the county auditor of each county in which the school district is located, in whole or in part, and to the Commissioner of Education, at least fifty-three (53) days before the date of said election.  The notice shall specify the date of said special election and the title and language for each ballot question to be voted on at said special election.

The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause notice of said special election to be posted at the administrative offices of the school district at least ten (10) days before the date of said special election.

The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a sample ballot to be posted at the administrative offices of the school district at least four (4) days before the date of said special election and to cause a sample ballot to be posted in each combined
polling place on election day.  The sample ballot shall not be printed on the same color paper as the official ballot.

The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause notice of said special election to be published in the official newspaper of the school district, for two (2) consecutive weeks with the last publication being at least one (1) week before the date of the election.

The notice of election so posted and published shall state the questions to be submitted to the voters as set forth in the form of ballot below, and shall include information concerning each established precinct and polling place.

The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to cause a notice of the election to be mailed by first class mail to each taxpayer in the school district at least fifteen (15) but no more than thirty (30) days prior to the date of the special election.  The notice shall contain the required projections and the required statement specified in Minnesota Statutes, Section 126C.17, subdivision 9, paragraph (b).  The clerk is also directed to cause a copy of this notice to be submitted to the Commissioner of Education and to the county auditor of each county in which the school district is located in whole or in part at least fifteen (15) days prior to the day of the election.  

The clerk is authorized and directed to acquire and distribute such election materials and to take such other actions as may be necessary for the proper conduct of this special election and generally to cooperate with election authorities conducting other elections on that date.

The clerk is further authorized and directed to cooperate with the proper election officials to cause ballots to be prepared for use at said election in substantially the following form, with such changes in form and instructions as may be necessary to accommodate the use of an optical scan voting system:

On the back of all paper ballots shall be printed the words "OFFICIAL BALLOT," the date of the election, and lines for the initials of two judges.  The printing shall be so placed as to be visible when the ballot is properly folded for deposit.

If the school district will be contracting to print the ballots for this special election, the clerk is hereby authorized and directed to prepare instructions to the printer for layout of the ballot.  Before a contract exceeding $1,000 is awarded for printing ballots, the printer shall furnish, in accordance with Minnesota Statutes, Section 204D.04, a sufficient bond, letter of credit, or certified check acceptable to the clerk in an amount not less than $1,000 conditioned on printing the ballots in conformity with the Minnesota election law and the instructions delivered.  The clerk shall set the amount of the bond, letter of credit, or certified check in an amount equal to the value of the purchase.

7.
The clerk is hereby authorized and directed to begin assembling names of trained election judges to serve at the combined polling places during the November 6, 2007 special election.  The election judges shall act as clerks of election, count the ballots cast, and submit the results to the school board for canvass in the manner provided for other school district elections.

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by Meincke and upon vote being taken thereon the following voted in favor thereof:  Balow, Bremer, Hamilton, Meincke, Oeltjen, Pflaum, Roberson
and the following voted against the same:  None
whereupon said resolution was declared duly passed and adopted.
