TREASURER’S REPORT: Hamilton/Pflaum to approve the Treasurer’s report as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Meincke/Roberson to approve the retirement resignation from Lynda Tomforde and a resignation from Scott Roth with appreciation for their many years of dedicated service to the students at Lake City Schools. Motion carried unanimously.

Roberson/Balow to approve Thomas Wentzler’s lane change from BS to BS+15.  Motion carried unanimously. 
A discussion was held regarding the District Wellness Committee.  Member Hamilton will contact some of the individuals that served on this committee previously to see if they are willing to continue.  A meeting will be set up in the near future.

School Liaison Officer Cory Kubista gave a presentation on his role in the District.  He discussed his normal day activities and his classroom responsibilities.  Officer Kubista also discussed the patterns he sees in chemical usage.  A period of questions and answers followed.

Balow/Hamilton to approve a resolution recognizing cross country runners Jennifer Martin, Kelsey Dieterman, the Boys Team and the cross country coaches for their participation in the State Cross Country Meet.  Motion carried unanimously.

Oeltjen/Hamilton to approve all day, every day kindergarten beginning the fall of 2008. Motion carried unanimously.
A discussion was held regarding lawn care and weed control and the use of organic insecticides.  

Meincke/Pflaum to appoint Activities Director, Doug Vaith as the Title IX Coordinator.  Motion carried unanimously.
