BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: The schedule of upcoming meetings was reviewed. Hamilton/Pflaum to schedule a special meeting for April 3, 2008.   Motion carried unanimously.  
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: High School Principal Greg Berge gave an update on the MCA II Science Test, the Advisor/Advisee program, and student-led conferencing.
