CALL TO ORDER:
  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson
                 Richard Bremer at 6:33 p.m.  The City Council was

                 called to order concurrently.
Pledge of Allegiance: The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
Introductions: Introductions of all in attendance were made. 

School Liaison Officer Position:  Police Sergeant Gary Majchrzak presented an overview of the existing school liaison program including the program’s mission statement and duties of the school officer.  A high priority of the program is communication with students.  It was noted that the current contract between the School District and the City of Lake City expires on 12/31/2009.  The potential renewal of the contract will need to be discussed by both parties no later than early 2009, as the School District’s fiscal year is July 1 to June 30 and the funds must be included in that budget cycle if the program is to continue.
Cemstone Property First Right of Refusal: The School District expressed potential interest in at least a portion of the 102 acre Lower Jewel Terrace Area commonly known as the Cemstone Property if growth in student numbers is experienced.  
Future of Tennis Courts; High School Soccer: The School District informed Council that in order to host tennis competitions a minimum of 8 courts are needed.  The soil conditions will limit ability to reconstruct new courts at the current site.  Space may also be inadequate to construct 8 courts at the current site.  We 

Currently have 6 courts.  School Districts can levy to lease or levy to lease to buy. 

The existing high school soccer fields were discussed, noting that the area is small and that it takes all summer for the grass to recover from spring usage.  Underwood Park will be ready for community recreation soccer this fall.  If lights for the soccer fields were to be installed, the District could also do a levy to lease for funding thereof.   

List/Discuss Additional Recreational Opportunities: It was noted that it could be favorable to keep the dialogue open between the School Board and the City Council when considering future recreational needs, such as a swimming pool.  Superintendent Hovda suggested that the two entities consider the establishment of a joint long range steering committee, perhaps consisting of two School Board members, two City Council members, and two Planning Commission members.
Cross Street to Pool Trail: Superintendent Hovda informed Council that the School Board is no longer interested in seeing a paved walking/biking trail constructed from Cross Street to the swimming pool.  It was suggested to forward a copy of the trails section of the city’s comprehensive plan to the School Board for their review. 
Business/School Relationship Update: Superintendent Hovda informed the group that Lake City’s major businesses want to make a presence in the schools.
Bringing Local Government Into the Schools:  City Administrator Johnson informed the group that the MN City/County Management Association’s Educational Initiatives Committee, of which he is a member, is working on an effort to bring local government education into the schools. 

Other: Miscellaneous discussion occurred. 
ADJOURNMENT:  Chairperson Bremer adjourned the meeting at 8:03 p.m. The City Council adjourned concurrently.
