BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: Upcoming meetings were noted. 
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: High School Principal Greg Berge informed the Board that Homecoming week was a success with lots of school spirit.  He also updated the Board on Parent-Teacher conferences, the white 
tail deer presentation, and mid-quarter and advisory programs.  Twenty-five girls will be attending a “Women in Engineering Day” at UW-Platteville, funded by the Lake City Education Foundation and the STEM grant.  Principal Berge and Jennifer Abt-Talbert will be presenting at the MREA conference on October 23 and 24. Jim Borgschatz, Elementary Principal was unable to attend, but sent an update on Bluff View happenings in the packets each Board member received.    

COMMUNITY EDUCATION REPORT: Margie Harkins, Community Education Director, updated the Board on ECFE, LEEP and Latchkey programs.   ECFE is hosting a trick or treat event on Saturday, October 25.  The inclusion with ECSE and team teaching is going well in the three yr old and four year old LEEP classrooms.  The LEEP program receives a donation annually from Hearth and Home.  Early Childhood screenings are being done at Bluff View this year instead at an off-site location.  We are utilizing the ECFE and LEEP classrooms for monthly screenings on Friday afternoons.   There were 28 children that attended Latchkey on October 3, which was our first non-school day that we were open. Margie reported that there have been three training session for on-line registration , her goal is to have the ECFE winter classes ready to go with credit card acceptance.
