BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: Upcoming meetings were noted.
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: Principal Greg Berge touched on a few items.  Among these were that the school is studying internet safety, and that they have added 3 more AP classes for a total of 9 classes. A group of nine students and 4 advisors from the First Robotics League attended the meeting. They brought a prototype of their robot, a video, and the information for the web cite.  NASA has given them a 
grant to get the program started but money is still needed and will be needed each year to keep the league going, approximately $10,000. The kids and advisors meet 2-3 days a week after school. Their robot will need to be completed by February 18, 2009. The competition will be held April 2,3, and 4th at Williams Arena in Minneapolis. There are three areas where they will be judged. 

Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz informed the Board that he would like to replace some play equipment.  He also clarified Amy Rogness’ substitute time at the High School for Carey Kopp. He feels that it is a win, win situation. The after school program for the at-risk 6th graders is going well.  Parents are helping to support the Eagle Bluff trip in April. Mid trimester reports were sent out for grades K-6, to help keep track of students having difficulties.
