BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: Upcoming meetings were noted.

PRINCIPAL REPORTS: Principal Greg Berge updated the Board on the topics covered at the Principals Academy that he and Jim Borgschatz attend once a month.  The units covered were:



Unit 1: The Educational Challenge



Unit 2: The Principal as Strategic Thinker

Mr. Berge also updated Board members on the STEM grant as it relates to First Robotics, First Lego League, and STEM as a K-12 approach.  Student led conferences will be taking place in early March at the High School. 

Cross Street Safety was again discussed.  Mr. Borgscatz, several city employees, Police Chief Schummann, and Superintendent Hovda, met today to review and come up with different options to address the issue of congestion and safety at Bluff View, especially before school and after school when parents are dropping or picking up students.  Board directed Principal Borgschatz to gather estimates for the proposed solutions and bring them to the March regular Board meeting. 

Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz discussed the science and inventors fair, spelling bee and the fundraiser the students at Bluff View will be participating in.  The money profited will help pay for field trip bussing costs, classroom publications, student assemblies and Accelerated Reader test.   End of Trimester 2 grades will be sent home with the students on February 27th and conference schedules will also be sent home with students the end of this week. The “I Love to Read” Challenge is happening in February with a goal of 5,000 books read by Bluff View students.  

COMMUNITY EDUCATION REPORT: Margie Harkins updated the Board on many of her programs.  She also discussed the current Facilities Usage policy of the District.

OLD BUSINESS

Community member Deb Roschen presented information to the Board on the progress of the community committee interested in replacing the seats in the High School auditorium.  England/Balow to support the efforts of the Auditorium Steering Committee to move forward to secure funding for seating replacement. Motion carried unanimously.

Ken LaCroix, Education Consultant, presented the following Superintendent applicants as candidates,  as recommended by the Board committee: Michael Funk, Craig Junker, Lynn Scearcy, Leslie Steinhaus, and Wayne Olson. Balow/Oeltjen to authorize Ken Lacroix to contact the candidates and schedule interviews with them on March 4 & 5, 2009.  Motion carried unanimously.

Two different calendars for each of the next two school years were presented, one with a start date before Labor Day and the other with a start date after Labor Day.  Meincke/England to approve both calendars for the 2009-2010 school year, and when the legislature makes a decision on this matter follow the calendar that agrees with their decision.  Motion carried unanimously.  

The Board asked Principal Berge to survey the staff on the 2010-2011 calendar regarding spring break and MEA and bring the results to the Board at the March meeting.

The revised budget for 2008-2009 was tabled until the March regular meeting.  

Hamilton/Oeltjen to proceed with the purchase of the portable computer lab for Bluff View.  Motion carried unanimously.

Oeltjen/Balow to approve the resignation of High School Special Education teacher Jerry Seivert, with appreciation for his many years of dedicated service to the students of Lake City. Motion carried unanimously.

Balow/Meincke to approve Wendie Christianson’s leave request through the end of the current school year.  Motion carried unanimously.

Hamilton/Meincke to approve Mary Mann’s leave request beginning approximately May 15, 2009 through the remainder of the school year.  Motion carried unanimously.
