CALL TO ORDER:
  The meeting was called to order by Chairperson

Douglas Pflaum at 6:00 p.m. and the Pledge of Allegiance said. 
ADOPTION OF AGENDA: Hamilton/Meincke to adopt the agenda as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.      

OLD BUSINESS
Mike David and Brent Jones, representatives from Johnson Control, presented an overview on energy conservation and options available through their company to help the District with finding ways to save money through energy conservation.     
Meincke/Hamilton to approve the revised 2008-2009 budget as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.  
Dr. Clayton Hovda presented information on budget issues for 2009-2010 and Greg Berge presented a three year capital budget proposal.  No action was taken and both items were tabled until the April meeting. 

England/Oeltjen to approve Dr. Craig Junker’s superintendent’s contract for 2009-2012 as proposed by the Board committee.  Motion carried unanimously.

England/Hamilton to approve $1,000 in moving expenses, mileage to and from Winona for all Board meetings, and conference expenses until July 1, 2009 for Dr. Craig Junker.   Motion carried unanimously.   

NEW BUSINESS:

Oeltjen/Balow to accept the retirement resignation from Sue Blumberg effective the end of the 2008-2009 school year, with appreciation for her years of dedicated service to the students of Lake City Public Schools.  Motion carried unanimously.

High School Principal Greg Berge updated the Board on the following:

1. Student Led Conferences received very positive feedback, with 92% of parents feeling they were worthwhile, 80% of teachers and 50% of students also felt they were worthwhile.  87% of parents in grades 9-12 attended conferences this spring. 

2. Recent student academic achievements include one student as an AP Rising Scholar, three students attending BPA Nationals, one student qualified for the State Geography Bee, seventh grade Future Problem Solvers team going to State competition, and our FIRST Robotics competition. 

3. April is a busy month of testing and registration for next year will be completed the end of March.

Principal Berge also presented information on the Alternative Learning Center in Kellogg, Day Treatment in Winona, and several other safety nets we have place to meet the needs of all our students.  Mr. Berge also informed the Board of recent student academic achievements and asked that they be recognized at next month’s meeting.  
SUPERINTENDENT REPORTS/COMMENTS: Superintendent Hovda discussed visiting Zumbrota-Mazeppa schools to view their recent project completed by Johnson Controls.  He also informed the Board of a conference in Red Wing regarding depression and teens.     
BOARD REPORTS/COMMENTS:  Board members reported on the St. Paul Foundations presentation to the Lake City Education Foundation, Chairman Pflaum asked the teacher negotiation committee members to meet at noon in the Board Room on Wednesday, April 8, 2009.
