BOARD DEVELOPMENT INFORMATION/REPORTS: The schedule of upcoming meetings was reviewed. 
PRINCIPAL REPORTS: High School Principal Greg Berge gave an update on graduation, stimulus money through the Hiawatha Valley Education District, the possibility of a Gates Foundation grant, predicted math and reading MCA and GRAD tests results, CLEP exams and his continuous improvement plan for 2009-10.  He also informed the Board of his choice for the second Spanish teacher position. 
Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz reported that our Title One grant money will be reduced for coming school year.   He also reported the district will be receiving AARA money through the HVED.  In order to receive this money we need to create a plan to be approved by HVED.  This plan has been completed by Greg Berge, Perry Iberg, Tracy Oliver, and Jim Borgschatz.  New parking signage will be posted at Bluff View this summer and go into effect this fall.  New playground equipment will also be put in place in July along with fresh woodchips added to the entire area.      
Community Education Director Margie Harkins also gave a report on the  various activities of her department.  Summer Latchkey opened on June 4th with enrollment at 124, therefore they are not taking anymore registrations.  Latchkey will end for the summer on August 21. Behind-the-Wheel training is on-going this summer.   LEEP open house will be held on August 31 with classes starting September 1.  The Board would like to open discussion in August again for facilities use charges.
