PRINCIPAL REPORTS: High School Principal Greg Berge provided an update regarding stimulus money through the Hiawatha Valley Education District.  The soft budget was approved by Hiawatha Valley Education District in June.  
Principal Berge also gave a short summary on the MCA II test scores in reading, math and 11th grade writing. Compared to twenty other school districts in our area Lake City came in at the top third.  A more thorough report will be provided after Tracy Oliver is also able to break down the data.
Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz presented his report as a short movie with pictures of what has been occurring during the summer at Bluff View.  This included summer latchkey, cleaning of every room and surface, the arrival of new playground equipment, many deliveries of supplies for the upcoming school year.

Member Meincke introduced the resolution authorizing and awarding Sale of General Obligation Aid Anticipation Certificates of Indebtedness, Series 2009 and fixing form and terms thereof in connection with the Minnesota Tax and Aid Anticipation Borrowing Program sponsored by the Minnesota School Boards Association and Greater Minnesota Educational Cooperative Service Units.  The motions was duly seconded by Member England and upon vote being taken thereon the following voted in favor thereof :

and the following voted against the same:  None

whereupon said resolution, having received the favorable vote of least two-thirds of the Members of the Board, was declared duly passed and adopted.

Hamilton/Balow to approve the contract with Hildi Inc. to perform a GASB 43/45 Actuarial Valuation. Motion carried unanimously.

Oeltjen/England to approve listing the 2008-2009 Building Trades house with Meincke-Schurhammer Real Estate LLC with a price of $229,000.   Motion carried with Member Meincke abstaining.          
Superintendent Junker requested a facilities committee be established to work with Johnson Controls.  He asked that at least two Board members sit on this committee.  Members Noll and Oeltjen agreed to participate on the committee.     
After a lengthy discussion regarding the Police Liason Officer contract with the City of Lake City, Meincke/Oeltjen approved the 
contract on the condition that Superintendent Junker meet with Chief Schumann and request that the required notice of termination be reduced from 180 days to 60-90 days.   A roll call vote was taken with the following voting in favor:  Oeltjen, Meincke, Pflaum, Hamilton, Noll, Balow

and those voting against: England 
Motion carried.

High School Principal Greg Berge and Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz presented more information on the HVED AARA money the district has been approved to receive.  The following were included in the approved budget application: 
Assistive Technology Implementation, Special Education Clerical Support Position, AIMS Web– Three years, CHAMPS training-Positive Behavior Support, Math Navigator Curriculum, ECSE supplies, other professional development – PLC’s for Special Education teachers, speakers, etc.  
Hamilton/England to approve hiring for the Special Education clerical position.   Motion carried unanimously.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORTS/COMMENTS:  Superintendent Junker informed the Board that a representative from Johnson Controls will be present at the Regular August board meeting.  

BOARD REPORTS/COMMENTS:  Board members would like to discuss expectations for the Superintendent at the goal setting meeting in August.
ADJOURNMENT:  Meincke/Hamilton to adjourn the meeting at 9:25 p.m.  Motion carried unanimously.
