CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Douglas Pflaum at 6:02 p.m.   The Pledge of Allegiance was said.


ADOPTION OF AGENDA:

TREASURER’S REPORT:  
The report was not available from Region V.

PUBLIC COMMENT:
Rose Wright, Lincoln High School cook, wanted the Board to be aware of concern among the food service employees in regards to the salaries being offered to new food service staff.   Some feel that the salaries offered were not following the wage schedule for non-certified employees.   Chairman Pflaum thanked her for her comments.

COMMUNICATIONS:

BOARD DEVELOPMENTINFORMATION/REPORTS:    The schedule of upcoming meetings was reviewed.  The regular September meeting will be held on Monday, September 21, 2009.

PRINCIPAL REPORTS:
High School Principal Greg Berge discussed the Technology Academy held on August 11,12, and 13 t Lincoln High School.   Sessions included Read/Write Gold, Moodle, Senteo Student response Systems, Web 2.0 in the Classroom, Google Earth in the Classroom, Advance rSchool Website, and Windows Movie Maker.   Fifty- five of the districts’ teachers attended 222 sessions.   Mr. Berge also reviewed upcoming meetings and orientation dates for students.

Elementary Principal Jim Borgschatz discussed the technology training as well.  He felt the energy level was high and the teachers seemed to be re-energized to start another school year.  He also reported that feedback on the updated play areas has been very positive.  Bluff View will have a new drop off area in the back of Bluff View for students this year. Mr. Borgschatz is creating a map that visually demonstrates the pick up and drop off areas.   Jim Klennert and Mr. Borgschatz think they have found a low mile cargo van to replace the old van used for transporting lunches to Bluff View.   Bluff View’s enrollment is up over 20 students from last year, with three grades over 100 students.  We are at a 5year high in the elementary enrollment.

COMMUNITY EDUCATION REPORT:   Margie Harkins, Community Education Director, reported the ECFE staff is working on the fall brochure.  Classes will begin in mid to late September.   LEEP open house will be Monday, August 31, 2009 with classes starting September 1, 2009.    Latchkeys’s last day will be Thursday, August 20, 2009.  We will re-open on Monday, August 31, 2009.    We are looking at a late September date for our first School Newsletter.

OLD BUSINESS

Michael David and Brent Jones, representatives from Johnson Controls, presented updated information on their comprehensive study of our buildings in regard to energy conservation.   

James Schmitt, Springstead  client representative, was present to discuss the district’s OPEB (Other Post Employment Benefits) liability.   

Aid Anticipation Borrowing funds will be deposited into our account at MN School District Liquid Asset Fund on August 27, 2009.  The net interest rate on this money will be .61%.   

A discussion was held regarding our Facilities Use policy.  Some Board members feel we should charge for the use of our facilities, especially to for profit organizations.  The possibility of requiring a “Certificate of Insurance”  from groups and organizations was also discussed.  Superintendent Junker was asked to review our policy and come back to the Board with a recommended new policy.

NEW BUISINESS

Hamilton/Oeltjen to approve Karen Nagel for the Special Education clerical position.  Motion carried unanimously.

Oeltjen/Hamilton to approve Maggie Schupien for the position in the Bluff View office to work in the copy room and cover in the nurses office when necessary.  Motion carried unanimously.

Hamilton/Balow to approve Lisa George as the long-term substitute district nurse.   Motion carried unanimously.

Oeltjen/England to approve Adam Schimbeno as Assistant Girls Varsity soccer coach.  Motion carried unanimously.

Hamilton/England to take a ten minute recess at 8:00 p.m.

Chairperson Pflaum resumed the meeting at 8:13 p.m.

Balow/Noll to approve health insurance coverage with Blue Cross/Blue Shield provided by Southeast Service Cooperative for the 2009-2010 year as recommended by the insurance committee.   Motion carried unanimously.

England/Hamilton to approve dental insurance coverage with Assurant as recommended by the insurance committee for the 2009-2010 year.  Motion carried unanimously.  

Oeltjen/England to award the bid for dairy products to Florin Dairy for the 2009-2010 year and the bakery product bid to Earthgrains.  Motion carried unanimously.

SUPERINTENDENT REPORTS:  Superintendent Junker discussed the need for a District Strategic Plan.   Consultant Bruce Miles will be in the District on October 1st and 2nd meeting with different groups to gain insight into their thoughts on what our strategic plan should be.   He will then meet with the Board to inform them of his findings.

BOARD REPORTS/COMMENTS:  The status of our on-line bill pay option was discussed.    The Hiawatha Valley Education District Board meeting will be held at Lincoln High School on Wednesday, August 26, 2009.
