Once your child has been selected to a team, parents will receive an email asking you to log into your child's account to
pay the $80.00 Athletic Supply Equipment & Transportation (ASET) fee. The amount of money allocated by the DOE for
Athletic Transportation is much less than is needed considering the current cost of buses.
