ASET FEE

The Athletic Supply Equipment and Transportation Fee (ASET) is a one-time per school year fee assessed to student-athletes once they have been
selected to the team. The fee is good for as many sports as your child is selected for within the school year. The fee is used to cover transportation
costs for all sports (the amount allocated to schools by the state is not nearly enough to cover the annual transportation costs).

$60.00 for the 2018 — 2019 School Year.
