The parent/guardian whose child is on Academic Review Status (ARS) is encouraged to stay in close communication with their
child’s teacher, counselor and coach. All parties should work in unison to ensure that the student-athlete has the greatest opportunity
to be successful in their academics so that they may become eligible to participate in athletics.

SPORTS MEETING PROCEDURES:

The DOE requires that parents/guardians who have a child participating in athletics must attend the Parent Sport Meeting, with their
child, once their child has been selected to a team.

ATHLETIC PHYSICALS & CONSENT FORMS:

An Athletic Physical and the Parent Consent and Assumption of Risk (CAR) form is required before anyone may participate in any
athletic training.
