Energy Analysis of Invasive Species Avrainvillea Amadelpha” and performing their Cultural Presentation in early November at 

Ritsumeikan Senior High School.  The Ritsumeikan Super Science Fair was organized in 2003 as a place for scientific exchange, 

concentrating on scientific research presentations by high school students.  The Ritsumeikan Super Science Fair changed its name to 

the Japan Super Science Fair in 2011 in order to widen its scope not only in Japan but around the world.
